Object.

Existing was barn approved under AG/2020/006. However, a previous application WA/2022/00460 was refused and was unsuccessful at appeal. The inspectorate in their appeal decision noted that the barn that has been built was different to the drawings submitted. 

This may or may not be connected to the Waverley Enforcement team opening up an enforcement matter in respect of this site C/2023/0004. 

The appeal also noted that this was within the Green Belt and it would be deemed inappropriate development and would harm the Green Belt.

These are objections raised by the Parish Council in previous applications and the concerns that this will result in a form of creeping into further development has been proven to be justified.  

Clive Smith, the Surrey Hills AONB Planning Adviser, has given clear reasons why this application should be refused and we fully support his comments. We are concerned that Mr Smith states that he had not been consulted on previous applications. We ask that the Surrey Hills AONB Planning Adviser is always consulted for future applications of this nature.

We also rely on Waverley to inspect these trees with a view to protecting as many as possible.

Based on the limited information we have, our comments are as follows:

T1 – It appears that a number have branches have been cut back in the past but their remains a lot of green canopy. This is a veteran tree that we would like retained unless expert evidence and Waverley’s view is that this tree is dangerous.
T2 – Could not see/identify this tree from the roadside so unable to comment.
T3 – Would like to have expert/independent view on why the branch is deemed dangerous.
T4 – Accept that branch should be cut back for safety reasons regarding the electricity cables.
T5 – If correctly identified, it appears to be a mature Ash. Again we would like to have expert/independent view on why the branch is deemed dangerous. Having cars parked there dooes not appear to be a sufficient reason to cut a branch in our opinion in light of the size of the site and ability to park cars elsewhere.
