2. Apologies for absence:  were received from Cllrs V Henry and J Lilley

3. Declaration of Interests:  none were made

4. Open forum – public speaking
	Mr Gardner spoke on behalf of the residents present with regard to WA/2024/01134, following a statement made by Cllr Clowes (attached to these minutes).  Mr Gardner pointed out that this was the third application for development on this site, and nothing had changed since the first application in 2022 except that the number of houses applied for had reduced from 22 to 14.  He cited the reasons that the Planning Inspectorate had refused the application on appeal, all of which still stand, particularly that the NPPF, the Local Plan and the Neighbourhood Plan all seek to protect the rural environment.  Mrs Davies also reminded the meeting of the huge amount of environmental damage that had been done to the site already, with the filling in of a wildlife pond and the removal of a large area of ancient woodland.

Members endorsed the residents’ objections and discussed this matter under the application heading below.

5.       APPLICATIONS & CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED for consideration	


WA/2024/01134 Treetops Mapledrakes Road
Outline application for up to 14 dwellings, including access, following demolition of an existing dwelling

Members strongly object to this third application for this site, for the reasons set out in previous letters to WBC and in the one attached to these minutes.  The following additional comments were made:
1. Members endorsed the report from Urban Space, commissioned by residents of Mapledrakes Road, and agreed to make a contribution to the total cost of £900 of £250 + vat.  Proposed by Cllr T Bloomfield, Seconded by Cllr M White, all in favour.
2. WBC will be asked to give no weight to the letters of support for this application, as they were all from people who live outside the parish, and so therefore have no interest in the site or the village.
3. If this application were granted, the properties closest to the neighbour should not be allowed, as they are far too close.

Cllr Higgins advised the meeting that WBC’s position had changed as they don’t have a five year land supply, and so our 150 houses to date won’t count towards their new targets.  They may be minded to approve this application for that reason, but nothing in the application has changed in terms of access and proximity to ancient woodland.
