Cllr Townsend reported as follows:

1. The Issues and Options paper for the new Local Plan will be issued at the end of this month.  Consultation will run to mid-December, either online or by some face to face meetings.

2. Changes to the NPPF are awaited shortly.

3. Thames Water have not met their targets with regard to water pollutants and this is becoming an increasing problem with the number of new developments.

4. Agreement on the extension of the AONB (area of outstanding natural beauty) is still awaited.  Surrey Hills have a new management plan and have focussed on concerns about traffic, particularly the effects of HGVs moving around the Surrey lanes.  
5. Cllr Townsend had been advised that the bus stop markings outside the Bulls Head are very worn.  She will investigate.

6. Local Government re-organisation:  no  updates had been received on how this progressing or whether the two or three authorities will be adopted..

e)  Interim internal audit report.  Members thanked the Clerk as it was a good report and noted the following actions:
i. GDPR and Assertion 10:  to review the requirements of assertion 10 and put plans in place to meet these by 31/3/26.  A new Assertion 10 toolkit is expected from NALC and will be utilised.

ii. Financial regulations:  old versions removed and 2025 regulations updated.

iii. Risk management policy:  to be put in place to accompany the risk assessment document.  Agenda item:  November meeting.
f) IT Policy – the draft policy, issued by NALC, was reviewed and Cllr Mitchell will amend.  Agenda item:  November meeting.

	EWHURST GREEN FOOTPATH:  After discussion, it was agreed that more extensive work needs to be done, to encompass the footpath leading from Bostocks Close, which was badly damaged by the contractors.  Cllrs J Bloomfield and M White will meet with the Clerk to measure and discuss. Once full scope of works required is assessed and agreed, new quotes will be sought.  Agenda item:  November meeting

	TENNIS COURTS
Proposed new management system.  Members approved the management system, with specific reference as follows:
i. Membership fees will be £25 per annum for a household.   Membership starts from the 1st January, so those joining now will get some free time.  
ii. ‘Pay and play’ will still be available, by paying £5.00 at the shop.

iii. Access is by a combination lock.  Members and the shop will have the number, which will be changed on a monthly basis.  

iv. A notice on the tennis courts advertises the new system and this will be repeated in the next newsletter.

v. Membership will also be welcomed from people who live outside the parish.

vi. These arrangements will be kept under review and adapted if necessary before a permanent notice is erected outside the courts.

	EYSC FIRE SAFETY ACCESS and PREMISES ENHANCEMENT
Members reviewed the paper submitted by the Clerk and agreed the following:
a) Fire safety is paramount, so all steps must be taken to ensure this.  This will be done by the following actions:
i. Removing the black wooden shutters from all doors, which currently obstruct access.  This will not be done until checked with our insurers.
ii. Removing the locks from the internal doors that lead to the footballers area and to the downstairs kitchen.  These locks obstruct free movement around the building.
iii. Purchase a  ladder to make it possible to escape from the balcony.  It is noted that the balcony would be a refuge in case of fire, allowing sufficient time for the fire brigade to arrive.  
iv. Investigate doors with crash bars for front and back, to be lockable from the outside.
b) Premises enhancement:  the following was agreed:
i. Removing the black shutters would make the building look less unwelcoming.
ii. Remove the noticeboard, which is not needed by the Council, and offer it to the footballers, to be used elsewhere.
iii. Consider a welcome sign in its place – to be designed.

	WIFI TO CHURCH AND GLEBE:
