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Rural Housing
Together with Surrey Community Action, the Parish Council is planning to run a Housing Needs Survey in the new year. This is a short piece by Surrey Community Action about rural housing and housing needs surveys. 
The cost of housing in rural areas has become out of reach for many of those who have grown up in and have strong connections with countryside communities. Young people, people with rural jobs and young families can often find themselves priced out of their area and rural communities can become socially unbalanced and unsustainable.
Surrey Community Action, a countywide charity that supports voluntary and not-for-profit groups, operates a Rural Housing Enabling service that works together with parish councils, local authorities and housing associations to facilitate the provision of appropriate and affordable rural homes.
Recently completed projects include a 9-home development at Livery Close in Hambledon and a 17-home development at Poland Meadow adjacent to Brockham near Dorking. These developments (and many others) are not for profit and provide homes of various tenures for local people including shared ownership and affordable rent. The homes will remain affordable for future generations of occupiers and people with a strong local connection will be prioritised when the homes are re-let or re-sold.

When considering a rural affordable housing project, it’s necessary to know what the local housing need is. The number and types of homes needed, and what cost would be genuinely affordable for local people are all important if a housing development is to really serve the community.
To understand local housing need, Surrey Community Action works with parish councils to carry out housing needs surveys. A questionnaire is sent to all households in a parish asking about current and future housing need.  The information gathered is compiled together with evidence from other sources to create a picture of local housing need and affordability. 
 This information informs the parish council and others what type of housing is suitable for local people and can potentially enable the parish to justify a ‘Rural Exception Site’ where planning permission can be granted at a site where housing would not normally be allowed. The purpose of a Rural Exception Site is to provide genuinely affordable homes for a rural community in perpetuity. They’re typically funded with a mix of bank loan and government grant.
The route to providing appropriate and affordable homes is not always easy but there are many examples in Surrey and elsewhere of small housing schemes that fit well into their area and are enabling single people and families to remain living in their community.

EWCARE
The EwCare Good Neighbour Scheme has been running for 27 years, helping any resident in need of assistance in Ewhurst and Ellen’s Green. 
Over the years we have had many wonderful volunteers: Drivers and Duty Officers and those who help with both.  But time marches on and volunteers retire as they are no longer able to help so we are looking for new volunteers who can either take clients to their hospital or doctor’s appointments, or to take the weekday calls requesting assistance between 10.00am and 12 noon.  We use WhatsApp to communicate between our volunteers, which reduces the need for time consuming phone calls. We are about to begin using an Internet logging application, specially written for schemes like ours, so eventually removing the need for paper records and our famous ‘EwCare Bag’. 
If you would like to become a volunteer, appropriate training is available.   Please call Angie on 01483 277505 for more details.
If you wish to use EwCare to assist you, you can call us on 01483 277606 from Monday to Friday between 10.00am and 12 noon. The message will give you the phone number of the Duty Officer to call to arrange for your assistance.  They will get back to you when a volunteer has been allocated for your job. 
We are self-funding and so request a donation from our clients to cover the cost of the transport provided. We have suggested donations for trips, but clients should donate only what they can afford.  Our volunteer drivers claim a mileage allowance for the trips they do.
