	GLEBE REFURBISHMENTS

SCC YFS have agreed to a grant for the replacement windows but will not fund a replacement gas boiler and have suggested a heat pump.  The Clerk will re-apply on this basis, noting that this alternative is considerably more expensive.

	LOCAL GOVERNMENT RE-ORGANISATION

Cllr Townsend gave an update:
· Surrey will be split into 2 unitary authorities.  Ewhurst will be in West Surrey and will inherit the debt of Woking and Spelthorne.

· There will be an informal committee set up in January, when the Structural Changes Order comes into force.  It will be made up of some District and Borough Councillors, and some SCC Councillors.  
· Cranleigh and Ewhurst will have 2 divisional councillors, this structure will be repeated throughout the West Surrey Council.

· Elections will be held in May.

· The time scale is very short.

· Government has said that Local Plans should continue.  

· At present, these changes do not affect Parish Councils. 

· There is a possibility that Local Committees will be set up and will have representatives from Parish and Town Councils.  The Government is expecting that communities will go to Neighbourhood Area Committees rather than Parish or Town Councils.  It is not clear if they will be accountable or if they will have a budget.  
· It is difficult to see how these changes will result in the savings needed.

Cllr Townsend confirmed that Community Asset Transfers are being pushed through.

	EWHURST GREEN FOOTPATH:  Members reviewed the quote of £2,750 to reinstate the footpath further towards Bostocks Close and agreed that this should be referred to WBC for their help with contacting the developers.

The Clerk reported that, to date, 4 households had signed up for annual membership, and the box in the village shop had received £220 of income as at the end of October, since charges had been introduced.  She confirmed that this income will be ring fenced for future work to the tennis courts.

	REVIEW OF EYSC CAR PARK LIGHTING AND CCTV

Following the installation of the lighting one light on the Green had been destroyed and two knocked down which had been placed in the car park tarmac.  The CCTV  had shown the second car park light being backed into, but the Clerk stressed that we do not have number plate recognition with the CCTV, it is primarily intended to detect vandalism or criminal behaviour.

The Clerk proposed, and it was agreed out of meeting, that the 4 lights in the tarmac should be removed completely and the ones on the Green be protected by sleeper bollards and reflective lights.  The two intact car park lights will be stored for future use.
Cllr J Bloomfield was of the view that the contractors should have recommended more robust lights, but it was agreed that this level of poor driving could not have been foreseen and these preventative measures should resolve the issue.
