I thought the following financial information may help the Parish councillors understand our need to ask for a funding contribution towards the repair and restoration work we are carrying out on the Church, 
 
The current financial situation re the church restoration and repair project
We have currently spent £21,253
Our current funds in this account are £22,00, and we are due a £50,000 loan from the church investment capital fund which at some point will need repaying in the future. 
These total to around £83,000 as against the estimated cost being £95,00 hence the shortfall is around £12,000 which we need to find, in addition to which there are likely to be further costs as the extent of repair is now more than seen and surveyed due to the cleaning process which has exposed further deterioration in some areas especially the upper parts of the buttresses which could not have been seen before. One buttress area is currently closed off for safety.
I hope this is helpful to the Councill,  but please come back if you or the members would want more information.
